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How do I know that God is real?

1. What evidence is there that there must be a God?
Psalm 90:1-2 Job 38:4-6

There are so many “infallible proofs” not only of the necessary reality of God but also of the death, 
burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ that the only reason people doubt His existence is because 
they deliberately choose to do so. The first proof of the reality of God is that we do in fact exist. We
know that nothing can arise from nothing so there must have been something that preexists time. 
That which existed before time is God. At the beginning of creation only God was there and only 
God COULD know what actually happened and He chose to tell us EXACTLY what He did to 
bring us into existence. God continues to show His existence by sustaining us with food, water, and 
the like. In reality, even the most ardent atheist knows that God does exist, but they willingly 
choose to suppress that thought in order to continue doing their evil deeds.

2. What would happen if there was not a God?

So called experts and intellectuals reject the possibility of there being a God mainly because they 
desire to do so. They know the truth of God's existence but willingly and ignorantly suppress the 
truth because to acknowledge the truth of God existence, presence, nature, and character, they 
would have to admit that they are hopeless and helpless sinners who need to repent and believe 
God.
